NOMPEL: Forslag til endring av emnebeskrivelse for emnet JUR-3623 fra og 
med høst 2022 
 
Innstilling til vedtak: 
 

1. Endring av emnebeskrivelse for emnet JUR-3623 Protection of Marine Environment with 
focus on Marine Living Resources Law vedtas i tråd med vedlagte forslag (jf. vedlegg 2).  
 

2. Endringen vil gjelde fra og med høsten 2022. 
 
 
Bakgrunn: 
Forslag om endring av emnebeskrivelse for emnet JUR-3623 Protection of Marine Environment 
with focus on Marine Living Resources Law, som inngår i Joint Nordic Master´s Programme in 
Environmental Law (NOMPEL), er fremmet 15.02.2022 av studieprogramleder for NOMPEL, 
Signe Veierud Busch (jf. vedlegg 1). Endringsforslaget fremmes etter to gjennomføringer av 
emnet og på bakgrunn av tilbakemeldinger fra studenter og undervisere. Formålet med endringen 
er blant annet å tydeliggjøre og avgrense det faglige innholdet slik at det fremstår som mindre 
fragmentert og mer sammenhengende.  
 
Forslaget er utarbeidet i samråd med Ellen Hey, Ingvild Jakobsen og Philipp Nickels som per d.d. 
har undervist i emnet. Relevante momenter er også drøftet med studieprogramlederne for 
NOMPEL ved partnerinstitusjonene Uppsala Universitet og University of Eastern Finland. Den 
foreslåtte endringen fremgår i sin helhet i vedlagte dokument ved bruk av funksjonen «spor 
endringer» (jf. vedlegg 2). Endringsforslag uten «spor endring» medfølger (jf. vedlegg 3). 
 
Emnet tilbys neste gang høsten 2022. 
 
Forslagsstiller presiserer at forslag om endring av pensum vil bli fremmet i tråd med gjeldende 
regler og senest innen 1. juni 2022, som er UiTs frist for at pensum publiseres for studentene i 
Leganto til semesterstart. 
 
Vurdering: 
Det er viktig å ha god og systematisk kvalitetssikring og -utvikling av nye studieprogram og 
emner, og dette gjelder ikke minst for fellesgradsprogram. De foreslåtte endringene er grundig 
begrunnet ut fra faglige hensyn, og innebærer en tydeliggjøring og avgrensning av emnets faglige 
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fokusområde samt tilhørende krav til læringsutbytte. Viktige formål er at emnet skal fremstå som 
mer enhetlig og legge bedre til rette for studentenes læring.  
 
Forslaget innebærer å i noen grad tone ned det nasjonale aspektet i selve emnebeskrivelsen, og å 
ta inn mer havrett. Samtidig vil fokus på det regionale, herunder Arktis, videreføres.  
 
Forslag til endringer med tilhørende begrunnelse kan oppsummeres slik:  
 

 Emnet har tidligere hatt et globalt, regionalt og nasjonalt fokus. Kun et fåtall av 
programstudentene har nordisk bakgrunn, og det nasjonale perspektivet er dermed lite 
anvendelig for studentgruppen som sådan. Det foreslås derfor å ta ut det nasjonale fokuset 
fra emnebeskrivelsen, da dette i hovedsak bidrar til å forvirre studentene og det heller 
ikke kan følges opp i etterfølgende undervisning på en tilstrekkelig måte til at studentene 
skal kunne nyttiggjøre dette videre. Å ta ut det nasjonale fokuset gir også mer rom for å 
rendyrke emnets hovedfokus. 

 Emnet forutsetter en grunnleggende forståelse av havretten; maritime soner og 
jurisdiksjon. Dette har ikke i tilstrekkelig grad vært inntatt i emnebeskrivelsen, eller 
pensum. Havrett er nå foreslått inntatt både i beskrivelsen av emnets innhold, tema og 
læringsutbyttebeskrivelse. 

 Beskrivelsen av emnets innhold, tema og læringsutbytte er gjennomgående foreslått 
justert for å tydeliggjøre emnets overordnede formål og indre faglige sammenheng.  

 Beskrivelsen av undervisningsmetodene er foreslått justert for å særlig tydeliggjøre 
studentenes rolle i seminarundervisningen.  

 Beskrivelse av obligatorisk arbeidskrav og emnets eksamen er foreslått justert for å 
tydeliggjøre hva som kreves av studentene. Det bemerkes for ordens skyld at dette ikke 
innebærer noe forslag til endring av eksamensform. 

 
 
Utfyllende begrunnelse for endringsforslaget fremkommer i sin helhet i vedlagte dokument (jf. 
vedlegg 1). 
 
Dersom endringsforslaget vedtas, må emnebeskrivelsen oppdateres. Dette må gjøres av 
administrasjonen i god tid før UiTs EpN-frist 1. mars 2022.

Forslag til endringer i emnebeskrivelse for NOMPEL JUR-3623 Protection of Marine Environment 
with focus on Living Marine Resources 

Emnet JUR-3623 er et relativt nytt emne som er utviklet i forbindelse med oppstart av Joint Nordic 
Master Programme in Environmental Law (NOMPEL). Emnet har per d.d. vært undervist i to sykluser 
(h2020, h2021). På bakgrunn av tilbakemeldinger fra studenter og undervisere har vi identifisert et 
behov for å justere en rekke punkter i emnebeskrivelsen. Endringene er diskutert i møter mellom 
avdelingsleder Busch og faglærere Jakobsen, Hey og Nickels.  

Den opprinnelige emnebeskrivelsen forsøker etter vår mening å dekke for mange temaer, noe som 
har negativ innvirkning på studentenes læring og forståelse. Temaene har også fremstått for 
fragmentert, og studentene har ikke alltid skjønt sammenhengen mellom de ulike temaene som 
behandles i emnet. Studentene har også gitt tilbakemeldinger om at emnet er for omfattende og 
arbeidskrevende. Vi har derfor tatt en rekke grep i emnebeskrivelsen for å tydeliggjøre kursets 
fokusområde, innhold og krav til studentene.  

Formålet med endringene er at emnet skal fremstå som mindre fragmentert og sikre bedre flyt 
mellom seminarer og forelesninger. Ved å gjøre disse endringene håper vi også at det vil bli mer 
attraktivt for studentene å skrive sin masteroppgave med utgangspunkt i temaene emnet dekker. 

Endringene oppsummeres i korte trekk her. Det vises også til sporet versjon av opprinnelig 
emnebeskrivelse hvor endringene fremgår, samt en ren versjon av den nye emnebeskrivelsen.  

1. Emnet har tidligere hatt et globalt, regionalt og nasjonalt fokus, som henger sammen med 
kravene til læringsutbytte for studieprogrammet som sådan. Endringsforslaget innebærer 
imidlertid blant annet å ta ut det nasjonale perspektivet fra emnebeskrivelsen, hvilket er 
diskutert og avklart med de programansvarlige ved UU og UEF. 
 
Det er flere årsaker til at vi har funnet det nødvendig å tone ned det nasjonale aspektet i 
denne emnebeskrivelsen. Det kan dels begrunnes i studentenes bakgrunn og forutsetninger 
for å forstå og nyttiggjøre seg av dette både i studiet, men også i arbeidslivet. Majoriteten av 
studentene på programmet er ikke fra Norden, og de behersker ikke et nordisk språk. Dette 
innebærer at rettskildene på et nasjonalt nivå i liten grad er tilgjengelig for dem. Å fremstille 
det nasjonale regelverket og forklare dette på en fullgod måte for at studentene skal kunne 
nyttiggjøre dette videre, vil kreve uforholdsmessig mye undervisningstid og litteratur, i et 
emne som undervises med kun 30 timer. Denne tidsbruken er ikke i tråd med 
emnebeskrivelsen slik den fremgår i dag, siden det nasjonale perspektivet ikke er særlig 
fremtredende, og altså kun utgjør en liten del av ett av læringsmålene i emnet (relatert til 
fiskeriforvaltning). Ei heller er det mulig å følge det opp på en tilstrekkelig måte i 
undervisningen. At det nasjonale perspektivet er presisert i emnebeskrivelsen bidrar dermed 
i all hovedsak til å forvirre studentene. Å ta dette ut vil dessuten gi rom til å i større grad 
kunne rendyrket emnets faglige fokus. De programansvarlige ved UU og UEF deler disse 
synspunktene basert på inntrykket de har fra sine læresteder.  
 
Vi er oppmerksomme på at denne endringen tilsynelatende er noe i utakt med den 
overordnede beskrivelsen av studieprogrammet, og læringsutbyttepunktene på 
studieprogramnivå. Dette er dessverre en av utfordringene med at de ulike dokumentene 
som gjelder for NOMPEL ikke oppdateres på samme tid. Vi jobber for tiden med å oppdatere 
avtaledokumentene og educational plan for NOMPEL, hvor alle institusjonene er enige om at 
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vi kommer til å justere fokuset på nasjonal rett noe, idet det som nevnt er lite tilgjengelig og 
også lite anvendelig for studentene på programmet. Dette vil vedtas i 2022, og bli gjeldende 
fra høst 2023. Dokumentene vil således bringes i takt igjen snarlig.  
 
Det bemerkes likevel at selv om den konkrete referansen til det nasjonale nivået foreslås å 
tas ut av emnebeskrivelsen for JUR-3623, innebærer ikke dette at det blir helt borte i 
undervisningen. Gjennom fordypningen i nordiske perspektiv i begge NOMPEL-emnene ved 
UiT inkluderes også det nasjonale perspektivet, blant annet ved at man bruker case studier 
og eksempler fra de ulike nordiske landene. Vi mener således at våre forpliktelser etter den 
overordnede beskrivelsen av studieprogrammet og læringsutbyttepunktene på 
studieprogramnivå per d.d. fortsatt er ivaretatt, på en måte som er til studentens beste. 
 

2. Emnet forutsetter en grunnleggende forståelse for havretten; maritime soner og jurisdiksjon. 

Havrett er nå 
inntatt både i fagbeskrivelsen, tema og læringsmål.

4. Beskrivelsen av undervisningsmetodene er justert for å særlig tydeliggjøre studentenes rolle i 
seminarundervisningen.  
 

5. Beskrivelse av obligatorisk arbeidskrav og eksamen er justert for å fremstå mer tydelig.  
 

I etterkant av revisjonen av emnebeskrivelsen vil det naturlig følge en gjennomgang av pensum i 
faget, hvor tilsvarende endringer vil foretas, slik at pensum svarer til fagbeskrivelse, tema og 
læringsmål. Det tas særlig sikte på å forenkle pensum, fjerne overlappende pensum, oppdatere til 
nyere pensum og ideelt sett få ned mengde pensum, da faget ligger i toppskiktet av sidetallsnormen. 
Det vil leveres egen sak med forslag til pensumendringer for h2022.

Language of instruction 
English 
 
Teaching methods 
This course uses interactive and dynamic teaching methods. The course will consist out of both lectures 
and seminars comprising a total of 30 hours. Guest lectures may be included as an addition.  
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The seminars are primarily based on a set of problem-based practical cases. During the seminars, the 
students can be requested to give short oral presentations on a given topic, and to submit short written 
assignments. In addition, students can also be requested to present a given topic. 
 
Students are encouraged expected to participate actively during the lectures and seminars. Students are 
expected to bemust be prepared for lectures and seminars by studying the corresponding literature of the 
curriculum.  
 
Students should study independently in periods when there are no lectures or seminars.  
 
Assessment 
 
Work requirement: 
The students admitted to the NOMPEL programme are required to hand in a research paper and have it 
accepted as adequate before they can take the exam. The research paper shall not exceed 10 pages. The 
theme of the research paper will be provided by the Faculty. 
 
In assessing whether the research paper is approved, the following criteria will be used: 
 

 The students’ ability to find relevant literature and discuss one or more legal research 
questions, applying a sound methodological approach  

 Identification, formulation and discussion of legal research questions 
 The students’ ability to use legal sources critically and independently  
 Critical and independent use of legal sources 
 The students’ ability to structure, present and communicate legal arguments in a clear and 

precise manner  
 Presentation and communication of legal arguments in a clear and precise manner 

Students failing the research paper are entitled to a second attempt. 
 
Assessment: 
The course is assessed through a 6-six hours closed book written school exam. The exam may include 
theoretical and/or scenario questions. 
 
The exam counts for 100% of the course grade. 
 
The grading scale of A to F is applied, where F constitutes fail. Students who fail their examination are 
entitled to re-sit the examination, cf. Regulations for examinations at the University of Tromsø Sec.35. 
 
Students are allowed to bring into the examination room a specific treaty collection identified in 
advance by the Faculty of Law. The treaty collection may only contain underlining etc. in accordance 
with the Faculty’s regulations on that matter. Students may also bring a dictionary, as long as it merely 
provides translations and no definitions. The Faculty must approve each students examination supports 
(treaty collection and dictionary) prior to the examination.

Language of instruction 
English 
 
Teaching methods 
This course uses interactive and dynamic teaching methods. The course will consist of both lectures and 
seminars comprising a total of 30 hours. Guest lectures may be included as an addition.  
 
The seminars are primarily based on a set of problem-based practical cases. During the seminars, the 
students can be requested to give short oral presentations on a given topic, and to submit short written 
assignments.  
 
Students are expected to participate actively during the lectures and seminars. Students must be prepared 
for lectures and seminars by studying the corresponding literature of the curriculum.  
 
Students should study independently in periods when there are no lectures or seminars.  
 
Assessment 
 
Work requirement: 
The students admitted to the NOMPEL programme are required to hand in a research paper and have it 
accepted as adequate before they can take the exam. The research paper shall not exceed 10 pages. The 
theme of the research paper will be provided by the Faculty. 
 
In assessing whether the research paper is approved, the following criteria will be used: 
 

 The students’ ability to find relevant literature and discuss one or more legal research 
questions, applying a sound methodological approach  

 The students’ ability to use legal sources critically and independently  
 The students’ ability to structure, present and communicate legal arguments in a clear and 

precise manner  

Students failing the research paper are entitled to a second attempt. 
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Assessment: 
The course is assessed through a 6-hours closed book written school exam. The exam may include 
theoretical and/or scenario questions. 
 
The exam counts for 100% of the course grade. 
 
The grading scale of A to F is applied, where F constitutes fail. Students who fail their examination are 
entitled to re-sit the examination, cf. Regulations for examinations at the University of Tromsø Sec.35. 
 
Students are allowed to bring into the examination room a specific treaty collection identified in 
advance by the Faculty of Law. The treaty collection may only contain underlining etc. in accordance 
with the Faculty’s regulations on that matter. Students may also bring a dictionary, as long as it merely 
provides translations and no definitions. The Faculty must approve each students examination supports 
(treaty collection and dictionary) prior to the examination.
